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Sir William Jones initiated modern historical iinguistics when he noted that the “strong aiiinity”
between Sansi{rit, Latin and Greek could “not possiioiy have been produoe(i ioy accident” (1786)
Computing operationaiizes the “strengtii of afiinity” and the chance of “accidental’ aiiinity ioy

appiying quantitative and statistical processing to iarge data reserves.
